OPEN:

DIG DEEPER:
1. Some of the strategies Satan will employ to gain the upper hand in our lives include #1- Blinding Our Minds
(2 Corinthians 4:3-4) using the Doctrine of Atheism (No God), Theory of Evolution (Random Chance), and Doctrine
of
Humanism (Man Rules). How has Satan used one of more of these devices in your own life to blind your mind to
God’s
truth? Pastor Bob showed us the best defense/strong offense would be...

2. Strategy #2 Satan employs is to Get People Sold On the Things of the World, by using the lust of the flesh, lust of the
eyes, and the pride of life (1 John 2:15-17). Read Matthew 4:1-11. What did Jesus use to counter Satan? How can
you effectively overcome temptation in your own life the same way? Pastor Bob showed us our best defense/strong
offense would be...

3. Strategy #3 Satan will use is Keeping Bad Company (1 Corinthians 15:33). How has the negative influence of others
in your life to taken you down destructive paths? Pastor Bob showed us our best defense/strong offense would be...

4. Strategy #4 is Satan’s Attempt to Intimidate using peer pressure, ridicule, and ostracism. How have you felt the very
real sting of his intimidation in these ways? Pastor Bob showed us our best defense/strong offense would be...

5. Ten things the devil doesn’t want you to know are: He isn t all knowing, He isn t omnipresent, He isn t all powerful,
He can do nothing without permission from God, Hell isn t real, God's love is unconditional, He lost at the cross, The
price of our sin has been paid in full, God has a plan for your life, He's a loser. Go through this list and give a reason
why Satan would not want you to know the truth about each point.
